How Did | Score Compared to Others?

A percentile is a number hetween 1 and 99 that shows
how your score ranks compared to other students. it
represents the percentage of students whose scores
are equal to or below yours.

Will My Scores Change and Why?

Score ranges show how
your score can change with repeated testing,
assuming your skill level remains the same.

You'll see a benchmark score for each section of
